A simple and acces-
sible training on evangelism and discipleship, based on 
‘Uncover’ (the Gospel of Luke) will equip you for this im-
portant mission. You will be able to introduce Jesus to 
your friends and neighbours through studying the Gospel 
of Luke together and asking them 5 simple questions. Join 
us for this training and you will not regret it, as it will 
deepen your own spiritual life and introduce you to an 
interesting way to share the gospel. Your Bible study 
groups will also be enriched through the knowledge and skills acquired through 
this evangelism training.

During the month of May, Vlad will be conducting four sessions here at the 
church, leading us in Uncover. Vlad works with AFES (Australian Fellowship of 
Evangelical Students) and this is one of the tools they use to read the bible 
with non believers.

Uncover pairs a beautiful presentation of the text of Luke's Gospel with a 
host of online material to help people see for themselves what Jesus is all 
about.  Initially developed by UCCF: The Christian Unions in the UK, it has been 
adapted for use in Australia by AFES. 

 The Question series includes: 
 
Reliable:  Is Luke’s account of Jesus historically reliable? (Luke 1:1-4) 
Science:  Does science contradict faith? (Luke 5:12-15) 
Suffering:  How can an all-powerful and loving God allow people to suffer? 
  (Luke 7:11-17) 
Arrogant:  Are Christians arrogant to insist that Jesus is the only way to  
  God? (Luke 10:22) 
Urgent:  Do I have to decide now? (Luke 12:13-21) 
Morality:  Is it enough to live a good, moral Life? (Luke 18:18-30) 
Resurrection: Did the resurrection really happen? (Luke 24)
